Since its founding in 2016, OQ Technology has been quietly revolutionizing the world of satellite

IoT. Headquartered in Luxembourg and with a presence in the UAE, Greece, the U.S., Saudi

Arabia, and Rwanda, the company is on a mission to bring low-cost, plug-and-play connectivity to

even the most remote parts of the world. We sat down with Omar Qaise, founder and CEO, to talk

about satellites, smartphones, and what it really takes to build a space tech company in Europe.

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Future projects?

Our goal is simple, but ambitious: to connect the unconnected. We’re building a constellation of

Low Earth Orbit (LEO) satellites that provide global 5G non-terrestrial network connectivity. What

sets us apart is that our tech is compatible with existing cellular standards, specifically, 3GPP

Release 17. That means devices don’t need to be modified to connect to our network. They’re
